Aquatic Champions & Fitness Inc has received IRS 501(c) 3 Charity Status!
New Facility - New Programs are coming to the Greater Grand Rapids Area.
Aquatic Champions & Fitness Inc, a Public Charity plans to build an aquatic facility.  Many in the swimming community already know that public and private schools, as well as the home schooled and charter schools do not have the capital budgets for their own swimming facilities. What we are building is an affordable Olympic caliber facility that would benefit those that do not have the resources to build or maintain such a facility. We are also looking to host the State of Michigan, annually sponsored, swimming and diving meets for high school boys and girls. In addition the facility will host Juniors & Masters USA Swimming and Diving, College, National and International competitions. The building will have at least a 25 meter X 70 meter pool, a basketball court, and volleyball court.

Why this Facility?

1) The Greater Grand Rapids area has at this time approximately 24 schools and fitness centers with pools.  These facilities include spectator seating at 16 of the 24 facilities for an average of 400 seats each; the largest has 1000 and the smallest 75.  The Michigan Athletic Association requires state sponsored meets to have seating for 1,500 spectators and deck seating of 600 for athletes. There is no facility in the state that meets the Michigan Athletic Association requirements, even the prestigious University of Michigan swimming facility. Currently 500 spectators are being turned away at each state meet.  Aquatic Champions’ facility will have a minimum of 2800 spectator seating and 1800 deck seating, which would bring Michigan’s State Boys & Girls swimming meets to Grand Rapids.  

2) Aquatic Champions’ facility will have the largest competition pool in the state. This will allow for 4 different pool configurations (the only one in Michigan) 25 yards X 25 meters, 50 yards X 25 meters, 25 meters X 25 meters and 50 meters X 25 meters.  The pool can be configured so that two full water polo games can be played at the same time (the only one in Michigan) and pool depth to have Synchronized Swimming and Platforms (5 meter and 10 meter).

3) Programs: Special Olympics Swimming, Swimming Boys/Girls, Masters Swimming Men/Women, Springboard Diving Boys/Girls, Synchronized Spring- board Diving Boys/Girls, Platform Diving, Synchronized Platform Diving, Water Polo, Synchronized Swimming, Triathlon Training, Basketball, Volleyball, CPR Training, Fitness Training, Weight Training.
